The essay portions of Exam 1 and Exam 2 should each be approximately 500-750 words long.

Note: students may not submit work from a previous semester or from another class for this assignment
or any other assignment in this course.  It will be flagged for plagiarism by Turnitin.

There will be ten (10) short written response assignments in this course. However, only four (4) of
these are required to be completed. At the end of the course, only the 4 highest scores of the 10
assignments will be factored into your final grade in the class. The assignments will become available
under the Assignments area according to the course calendar dates.

Assignments will become available on Monday ,12:00AM and will close on Sunday, 11:59PM. Submit
your work directly in Canvas under the Assignments area.
